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3.0 STATEMENT ON ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT  
The corrections and clarifications provided in this Errata do not alter the findings, conclusions, or 
recommendations of the TESR for the development of a new rest centre in the vicinity of Wawa, Ontario, originally 
published on January 15, 2026. The updates consist of clarification on the cultural heritage findings , additional 
site features relating to the adjacent Michipicoten Rod and Gun Club, and revisions to the preliminary site layout 
within the location of the technically preferred alternative .  

These updates do not introduce new environmental impacts or modify the recommended mitigation measures, 
evaluation criteria, or the technically preferred alternative location identified through the Preliminary Design and 
Class EA process. The refinements presented herein remain consistent with the conceptual design approved 
through the TESR, recognizing that further design modifications may occur during the Detail Design phase, 
provided they remain within the approved property  limits. 
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Purpose of the Report  
 
Egis Group Ltd. has been engaged by Ministry of Transportation Ontario (MTO) to provide Total Project 
Management for Preliminary Design, Detail Design and Class Environmental Assessment for five new 
Highway Rest Centres in northeastern Ontario. The five rest centres proposed will be located near five 
communities, specifically: 
 
GWP 5133-22-00  Highway 11 Opasatika/Kapuskasing 
GWP 5134-22-00  Highway 17 White River 
GWP 5135 -22-00  Highway 17 Wawa  
GWP 5136-22-00  Highway 17/519 Dubreuilville  
GWP 5137-22-00  Highway 101/17 Chapleau  
 
As part of this work, Egis Group are responsible to prepare Cultural Heritage Resource Assessment Reports 
(CHRARs) for each of the proposed sites to fulfil the technical requirements of the Standards and Guidelines 
for Conservation of Provincial Heritage Properties (S&Gs). For this, Egis Group has retained Northwest 
Archaeological Assessments (Andrew Hinshelwood, PhD, CAHP) to complete the CHRARs. Each report 
identifies and documents known or potential Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes 
within and adjacent to the study areas and provides a preliminary impact assessment for each preliminary 
rest area design.  
 
This report concerns GWP 5135 -22-00, Highway 17 Wawa . Three potential rest stop areas have been 
identi fied. These have been numbered Wawa 1, Wawa 2 and Wawa 3 for the purpose of this report. Wawa 1 
is a location within the Municipality of Wawa on Pinewood Drive and incorporates the structures and parking 
lot of the former Northern Gateway Motor Hotel . Wawa 2 is also accessed from Pinewood Drive, and is 
situated to the rear (west) of the Esso station. The property comprises a rectangular gravel parking lot and is 
currently used for short to medium term parking for a variety of vehicles. Wawa 3 is  a greenfield property,  
located along the east side of Highway 17, north of Wawa. Currently, the proposed rest stop area is an area 
of second growth forest and lies north of two apparent aggregate operations.  
 
Objectives of the report  
 
Built heritage resources and/or cultural heritage landscapes may experience adverse impact if they conflict 
with development. Impacts to heritage resources arise through alteration of one or more key heritage 
attributes, especially alterations that compromise or diminish heritage val ue. There may also be indirect 
impacts to heritage resources resulting from the introduction of physical, visual, audible, or atmospheric 
elements that are not in keeping with their character and /or setting. In addition, development outcomes 
may include isolating the cultural heritage resources when development changes conditions such as road 
access, viewscape, ambient noise levels, and so forth. For built heritage, isolation arising from revised access 
can lead to demolition due to neglect and/or vandalism .

The principal objectives of this CHRAR are to:  
 

¥! provide a historical summary of the development and land use of the study area  
¥! conduct a field survey of the study area  
¥! identify known or potential cultural heritage landscapes and built heritage resources  
¥! relate known or potential cultural heritage landscapes and built heritage resources to major 

historical themes  
¥! identify potential impacts from development to known or p otential cultural heritage landscapes and 

built heritage resources  
¥! make general mitigation recommendations respecting the proposed endeavour.  

 
A brief field review of the study area was completed in October, 2024. The review included a ÒwindshieldÓ 
survey of the study area, and limited pedestrian survey of the proposed rest stop locations, to confirm 
observations of ground conditions and heritage  resources.  
 

Environmental Assessment Requirements and Cultural Heritage Resources  
 
Cultural heritage is an essential component of the environment. Environmental assessment policy 
acknowledges the need to identify, evaluate, manage, and conserve OntarioÕs cultural heritage in 
assessment and planning.  
 
Cultural heritage resources are distinct from archaeological resources, primarily in the distinction that 
cultural heritage resources generally concern human-made, above-ground resources over 40 years of age. 
The resources are visible, or exist to some degree, above the surface of the ground. In contrast, the Ontario 
Heritage Act  (RSO 1990, c. O.18) defines archaeological resources to not include buildings or structures 
other than ruins, burial mounds, petroglyphs, and earthworks  (RSO 1990, c. O.18, s. 47). The rolling 40-year 
principle is accepted in provincial and federal heritage policy. It does not mean that all built heritage 
resources or cultural heritage landscapes over 40 years-old are worthy of the same levels of protection or 
preservation, and also allows for the consideration of more recent resources that may hold cultural heritage 
value or interest.  
 
Two main categories of cultural heritage resource are considered in cultural heritage resourc e management. 
Built heritage resources  are significant buildings, structures, monuments, installations or remains associated 
with architectural, cultural, social, political, economic, and military history and identified as being important 
to a community. Built heritage resources may occur as individual features or be grouped. These resources 
may be previously identified through designation or heritage conservation easements established under the 
Ontario Heritage Act. They may also be listed by local, provincial, or federal jurisdictions.  
 
Cultural heritage landscapes  are a defined geographical area which has been modified by human activities 
and is valued by a community for its heritage significance. The landscape is defined through the grouping 
and association of individual features, such as structures, spaces, archaeological sites, and natural elements, 
which in combination form a significant and distinct heritage entity distinct from each of the individual 
heritage components. Cultural heritage landscapes may include neighbourhoods or Ômain streetsÕ, 
cemeteries, trail networks, and industrial complexes of cultural heritage value. The scale of cultural heritage 
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landscapes varies widely, from local industrial sites to extensive rural landscapes.  
  
Environmental Assessment Act 
 
The environmental assessment process is, in part, a decision-making process used to promote consideration 
of the potential effects of certain activities may have on the environment. In Ontario, the Environmental 
Assessment Act (RSO 1990, c. E.18) promotes the protection, conservation, and wise manage ment of 
Ontario's environment  through planning and mitigation. The Act applies to all public activities, including 
projects being undertaken by, or on behalf of Ontario ministries and agencies, and typically covers 
infrastructure developments such as highways, transit, waste management and electrical generation and 
transmission. Under the Act, the environment is defined to include:  
 

the social, economic, and cultural conditions that influence the life of humans or a community, and,  

any building, structure, machine or other device or thing made by humans  (RSO 1990, c. E.18, s. 1) 

 
Planning under the Environmental Assessment Act requires the consideration of potential impacts to cultural 
heritage resources, and proposals for the mitigation of these impacts. Th e Act acknowledges that impacts 
resulting from an undertaking may be direct or indirect. Direct impacts may include displacement, 
demolition,  or removal, while indirect impacts may introduce physical, visual, audible, or atmospheric 
elements that are not in keeping with the character of the cultural heritage resources .  
 
Ontario  Heritage Act 
 
The Ontario Heritage Act (OHA) and the Standards and Guidelines for the Conservation of Provincial 
Heritage Properties (S&Gs) provide the framework for provincial and municipal rights and responsibilities in 
the conservation of cultural heritage resources. The Act grants the Minister of Citizenship and 
Multiculturalism (MCM) responsibility for the administration of this Act , and the right to  determine policies, 
priorities and programs for the conservation, protection, and preservation of the  heritage of 
Ontario  (R.S.O. 1990, c. O.18, s. 2). In carrying out this responsibility, the ministry considers and advises 
proponents on the potential adverse impacts of development on heritage buildings and structures, cultural 
heritage landscapes and archaeological resources.!Also, since cultural heritage resources may be impacted 
adversely by both public and private land development, planning and approval authorities are directed to 
consider heritage resources when making planning decisions. This extends, in the case of municipalities, the 
ability to designate individual properties, under Part IV, or heritage conservation districts, under Part V of the 
OHA. Designation includes specific restrictions to development impacts, and inclusion on a municipal 
register.  
 
Part III.1 of the OHA enables the Minister to prepare standards and guidelines setting out the criteria and 
process for identifying provincial heritage properties and the standards for their protection, maintenance, 
use, and disposal. The Standards and Guidelines for Provincial Heritage Properties (April 28, 2010) apply to 
properties owned or controlled by the province and have cultural heritage value or interest (provincia l 
heritage properties). The S&Gs define provincial heritage properties as:  
 

real property, including buildings and structures on the property, that has cultural heritage  
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value or interest and that is owned by the Crown in right of Ontario or by a prescribe d public body . 
 
The responsibilities extend to properties leased or occupied by the province if the terms of the lease permit 
alterations to the property. The evaluation process to be followed to identify and evaluate provincial 
heritage properties is set out in the S&Gs, Part B. The evaluation process includes a description of the 
property, historical information particular to the property, determination of the cultural heritage value or 
interest of the property, including consideration of whether the prop erty may hold provincial significance. 
Property  evaluation is to be completed by a qualified individual, with input from local community members.  
 
Identification and evaluation are linked to the criteria for determining cultural heritage value or interest 
found in Ontario Regulations 9/06 and 10/06. Criteria for determining cultural heritage value or interest set 
out in the Ontario Regulation 9/06 determine the cultural heritage value or interest of a property . property 
meets the criteria in Ont ario Regulation 9/06, it is a provincial heritage property. Each provincial heritage 
property  should also be considered relative to the ÒCriteria for Determining Cultural Heritage Value of 
Provincial SignificanceÓ in Ontario Regulation 10/06 to determine if the property holds provincial 
significance. Propert ies that meet the criteria in Ontario Regulation 10/06 are provincial heritage propert ies 
of provincial significance.   
 
Reports prepared to address the S&Gs are subject to review and comment by MCM.  
 
Ministry of Citizenship and Multiculturalism  
 
Additional policy direction on conserving, protecting, and preserving the provinceÕs cultural heritage 
resources have been prepared by the ministry responsible for the Ontario Heritage Act. Currently, this is th e 
Ministry of Citizenship, and Multiculturalism (MCM). The ministry has produced a number of guidance 
documents of value in producing the cultural heritage component of an environmental assessment, 
including:  

 
Guideline for Preparing the Cultural Heritage Resource Component of Environmental Assessments 
(October 1992) 
Guidelines on the Man -Made [sic]  Heritage Component of Environmental Assessments (1980) 

 
These guidelines provide additional insight into cultural heritage resources. The concept of a cultural  
heritage landscape is described as defined geographically as collections of heritage resources set into a 
landscape in such a way that historic development and the interrelationship of these components can be 
seen and comprehended. They demonstrate the relationship of people to their environment and convey 
information about the processes and activities that have shaped a community.  
 
Cultural heritage landscapes may be organically evolved landscapes as opposed to designed landscapes. 
Some are Ôcontinuing landscapesÕ, which maintain the historic use and continue to evolve, while others are 
Ôrelict landscapesÕ, where the evolutionary process has come to an end but important landscape or built 
heritage resources from its historic use are still visible. Built heritage comprises individual, person -made or 
modified, parts of a cultural heritage landscape such as buildings or structures of various types including, 
but not limited to, residences, commercial, religious, institutional, industrial, or agricultural buildings, 
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bridges, etc.  
 
Ministry of Transportation  
 
A significant portion of the Ministry of Transportation Ontario (MTO)  mandate is responsibility for the 
provincial transportation infrastructure . Operating primarily under the provisions of the Environmental 
Assessment Act, and specifically the Class Environmental Assessment for Provincial Transportation 
Facilities, approved on October 6, 1999, and subsequent amendments. In support of the implementation of 
the provisions of the Class EA, MTO has developed a number of guidance documents. These include:  
 

Environmental Reference for Highway Design, Section 3.7: Cultural Heritage Ð Build Heritage and 
Cultural Heritage Landscapes. October 2006  

Environmental Standards and Practices User Guide, Section 10: Built Heritage and Cultural Heritage 
Landscapes, December 2006 

Environmental Guide for Built Heritage and Cultural Heritage Landscapes, February 2007  

Environmental Protection Requirements for Transportation Planning and Highway Design, Construction, 
Operation and Maintenance, April 2014  

 
Additional guidance documents have been prepared for Archaeological resources, as well as bridges and 
culverts. MTO is subject to the Standards and Guidelines of the Conservation of Provincial Heritage 
Properties and must comply in the management of properties in their ownership or under their control.

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Assessment Methodology  
 
Northwest Archaeological Assessments Ltd. was retained to undertake a cultural heritage resource survey of 
the built heritage and cultural heritage landscapes within proposed rest stop areas in or proximate to Wawa, 
Ontario. The project is proceeding under the direction of the Class EA for Provincial Transportation 
Facilities.  
 
To support the assessment, the following tasks were completed or are underway:  
 

¥! Review of available historical information to determine major historical themes for the study area.  
¥! Review of available topographic mapping to determine potentia l cultural heritage landscape 

features. 
¥! Survey of lands associated with the potential rest stops 
¥! Identify cultural heritage landscapes and built heritage resources within the study area through 

analysis of historical themes, mapping, and site review  
¥! Identify the  sensitivity of heritage resources to changes introduced by the proposed work  
¥! Develop mitigation recommendations.  

 
Heritage Recognition  
Identified built heritage resources and cultural heritage landscapes will be reviewed against existing 
municipal heritage designations to determine if the properties have designations in place or pending.  
 
Identified built heritage resources and cultural heritage landscapes will also be reviewed with the Ministry of 
Citizenship and Multiculturalism (MCM) to ensure that no cultural heritage resources designated under Part 
IV of the Ontario Heritage Act are present on the subject properties.    

!
Historical Summary 
 
The history of the Wawa area is inextricably linked to the Michipi coten River. Traditional use of the river by 
Anishinaabeg for millennia included seasonal fisheries and inland travel to wards James Bay. Early fir traders 
mapped their routes and commerce onto the seasonal and geographic al patterns set out by Anishinaabeg, 
establishing Fort Michipicoten near the mouth of the river, and by including Lake Superior and Michipicoten  
River as central routes in their trade networks.  
 
Following the signing of the 1850 Robinson Superior Treaty, waves of settlement entered the Algoma 
District in search of resources. Gold and iron were discovered near Wawa in the late 18th century, and both 
minerals were heavily exploited through to the middle of the 20 th century. Construction of the Algoma 
Central Railway to serve the early iron mining  efforts. The initial link was between Josephine Mine and 
Michipi coten Harbour. Once the railway line north from Sault Ste. Marie was completed, this a junction 
between the two lines provided a transportation link between Wawa and Sault Ste. Marie. By 1963 the 
highway was completed between Sault Ste. Marie and White River, providing Wawa with a highway 
connection. This heralded the onset of a short lived period of tourism to the north shore of Superior, from 
which Wawa benefitted.  
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Identification of Cultural Heritage Landscapes and Built Heritage Resources   
 
Description of the Existing Environment  
The area surrounding Wawa is primarily bedrock, with areas of bedrock covered with a thin veneer of till, 
and extensive outcrops showing high topographic relief. However, within the Michipicoten River basin and 
the area between Wawa Lake and Lake Superior, the terrain is dominated by extensive areas of glaciofluvial 
outwash deposits. Highway 17 follows the glaciofluvial deposits through the study area. The outwash 
deposits mark flow channels during deglaciation and are dominated by water sorted, sand rich s oils.  

!
Description of Identified Cultural Heritage Resources  
 
Historic plaques 
 
A number of historic or commemorative plaques are present near the subject properties.  
 

Archaeological and Historic Sites Board, Department of Public Records and Archives of Ontario  
plaque entitled ÒThe Michipicoten Canoe Route Ó is located south of the Highway 17 crossing at the 
Michipicoten  River. The plaque text describes the importance of the canoe route to the early fur 
trade and exploration of the area.  

 
Historic Sites and Monuments Board of Canada and Parks Canada  plaque, entitled ÒConstruction 
of the Trans-Canada Highway /La Construction de la Route Transcanadienne Ó is located at the 
Wawa Tourist Information Centre. The text of the plaque includes reference to the posit ion of Wawa 
near the halfway point in the cross-Canada route, its completion to Wawa in 1960, and the beneficial 
economic impact of the highway connection to the local economy.  

 
A number of other historic displays are installed at the Wawa Tourist Information Centre. One describes the 
development of mining in the region, while others are focussed on local historical figures. The plaques 
include a text summary of the contribution e ach subject made to Wawa, and includes a symbolic painting.  
 
Description of Individual Properties  
 
Windshield and pedestrian survey of the subject properties was completed in October, 2024. Weather 
during the survey was overcast, with occasional rainfall and temperatures between 5¡ and 10¡C. The 
purpose of the survey was to examine each candidate property in enough de tail to determine the presence 
of any extant built heritage resources, or landscape features indication cultural heritage landscape presence.  
 
A brief description and photograph of each property (Map 1) is included in Table 1.  
 
Built heritage resou rces were noted on only one of the proposed rest stop areas, and no built heritage 
resources are present on the remainder . The built heritage resource is the remains of a highway motel built 
at the onset of automobile based to urism and dating to the opening of the final section of the Trans-Canada 
Highway (Highway 17) through Wawa. While no visible features suggesting the any of the proposed options 
include elements of a cultural heritage landscape, it remains possible that cultural heritage landscape values 
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overlap with one or more of the subject properties. Research is ongoing, and new information will be 
brought forward in a final report.    
 
Option 2  (Map 2): Discussion 
 
Proposed Option 2  is a greenfield (forested) area adjacent to the highway and close to a part of Gros Cap IR 
49. To the best of our understanding, the property has not previously been reviewed or screened for 
heritage values. The property is not designated under Part IV of the Ontario Heritage Act a nd is not, to the 
best of our understanding, designated under any federal or international heritage policy.  
 
The property does not contain any historical or interpretive plaques, nor is the property the subject of a 
commemorative or interpretive plaque. To  the best of our understanding there are known burial sites or 
cemeteries in or adjacent to the property.  
 
The property is not known or understood to be a landmark to the local community or to local Indigenous 
community . However, the property is located di rectly across the existing highway from an area forming part 
of Gros Cap Indian Reserve 49. Therefore, we assume that the property  holds value to Michipicoten First 
Nation , although we do not know if the property holds specific cultural heritage value to the community.  

!
Option 5  (Map 3): Discussion 
 
Proposed Option 5  includes the ruins of a built structure over 40 years in age. To the best of our 
understanding, the property has not previously been reviewed or screened for heritage values. A Cultural 
Heritage Evaluation Report (CHER) is being prepared  separately for the former motel. The CHER has 
determined  that the motel does not hold cultural heritage value or interest . The property  includes an area of 
second growth mixedwood forest and contains no building s. 
 
Potential built heritage resources are indicated at Proposed Option 5 . These are the ruins of the former 
Northern Gate way Motor Hotel. This motel was built in the early 1960s in anticipation of the automobile -
based tourism in the Wawa area that accompanied the completion of the highway north from Sault Ste. 
Marie in 1960. The hotel name was changed to the New Era Motor Ho tel prior to 1969, and, in 1983, to the 
Pine Wood Inn. After selling once more in 1989, the hotel was used to house workers from a nearby power 
dam construction project. After briefly reopening as a hotel around 1992, the hotel was closed once more. 
The central block, containing the offices and restaurant, and the west bank of rooms burned in 2019. The 
east bank of rooms, built in the late 1960s  as a separate building, appears to have escaped fire damage, but 
has not been maintained since, we presume, the f ire. This building is currently in a dilapidated state.  
 
The property is not designated under Part IV of the Ontario Heritage Act and is not, to the best of our 
understanding, designated under any federal or international heritage policy.   
 
The property do es not contain any historical or interpretive plaques, nor is the property the subject of a 
commemorative or interpretive plaque. To the best of our understanding there are known burial sites or 
cemeteries in or adjacent to the property.  
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The property incl udes the ruins of a building that is greater than 40 years of age. The building was 
constructed in the early 1960, and is approximately 65 years old. Although described as a ÒruinÓ in this 
report,  the building remains substantively a structure above ground , suggesting that it is Part IV and not Part 
VI of the OHA that applies. 
 
The property is not known or understood to be a landmark to the local community or to local Indigenous 
community, and the former motel is not known to be a property that is important in defining the character of 
the area. The former motel was a focus of some social activity, and it is unclear that this has resumed at any 
other location. In m edia coverage of the fire which consumed the motel, a number of personal recollections 
of activities at the location were shared, however, this does not rise to the level of a Òspecial associationÓ 
with the community as a whole.  
 
To the extent that the tr ans-Canada highway is a cultural landscape, the property does form part of a 
cultural landscape. The construction and demolition of commercial structures along the highway is a 
dynamic and evolving aspect of the cultural landscape. Possibly no specific business, and in this instance not 
the former motel, is a critical element in defining the highway as a cultural heritage landscape.  
!
Option 6 (Map 4): Discussion 
 
Proposed Option 6  includes no structures and consists entirely of a graded, level gravel parking area, 
currently in use for short- and medium-term layovers. 
 
To the best of our understanding, the property has not previously been reviewed or screened for heritage 
values. The property is not designated under Part IV of the Ontario Heritage Act and is not, to the best of 
our understanding, designated under any federal or international heritage policy.  
 
The property does not contain any historical or interpretive plaques, nor is the property the subject of a 
commemorative or interpretive plaque. To the best of o ur understanding there are known burial sites or 
cemeteries in or adjacent to the property.  
 
The property is not known or understood to be a landmark to the local community or to local Indigenous 
community . The property is located behind a service station,  and is not likely to be visible to most members 
of the community. The property does not form part of a cultural landscape , beyond its periodic use as 
medium-term parking for commercial vehicles .

Wawa: Proposed Option 2  
The centre point of the property is approximately 
48.00260N, -84.82256E. 

Proposed Option 2  is located in a greenfield area. The 
natural environment at the location consists of a sandy 
loam soil over bedrock, with some bedrock exposures 
noted. The property is generally level, and under a 
closed canopy of a mature spruce dominated 
mixedwood, the forest floor is moss with some 
herbaceous plants. 

View east showing the shoulder and forested area in the 
north part of the proposed rest stop. Mature second 
growth spruce dominated mixedwood forest on sandy 
loam with some bedrock  exposures. Note that the light 
patch in from the trail is a low bedrock exposure.

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No development is evident within Proposed Option 2 ;

Wawa: Proposed Option 5  
The centre point of the property is approximately 
47.96832N, -84.78754E.   

Proposed Option 5  consists of a gravel parking lot to the 
north, and the ruins of a former motel to the south. The 
motel has been destroyed by fire, with only concrete 
block, brick and some structural steel elements remaining 
in place. The east bank of motel rooms, housed in a 
separate building from the sections that burned, is intact 
and unburned. However, roofing failure is evident f rom 
the exterior and it is likely that years of neglect have 
compromised the structure.  
 

This property includes a level gravel forecourt accessed 
from Highway 17 via Pinewood Drive. 
 
Right: View of the forecourt, looking east. Note that the 
central block and the west bank of rooms at the former 
motel  have been destroyed by fire and in a ruinous state . 
The forested are to the east of the motel is a mature 
second growth forest. 
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The former Northern Gateway Motor Hotel , originally 
built in the early 1960s, was destroyed by fire in 20 19.  
 
Right: View of the main office and restaurant block, 
looking south. The restaurant was a popular nightspot in 
Wawa. The surviving portions of the burned are a consist 
almost entirely of concrete block and brick work.

Wawa: Proposed Option 6  
The centre point of the property is approximately 
47.96506N, -84.79320E. 

Proposed Option 6  consists of a gravel parking lot mostly 
used for commercial truck parking  at present. The 
location is immediately south of a gas station and is 
accessible from Highway 17 from Pinewood Drive.
